Statistics Norway has carried out time use surveys every tenth year since 1971. In the latest survey in 2010 the nonresponse rate was almost 52 per cent, and ordinary poststratification might not be enough as an adjustment method; especially not when the nonresponse is nonignorable or NMAR. This paper will present an alternative method to adjust for the nonignorable nonresponse and compare its results with the ordinary poststratification method. 
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
