Analysis of non response in the family surveys:  the case of the Survey on the Reconciliation of Work, Family and Private Life
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This paper seeks to analyse the incidence of Non Response in the Survey on the Reconciliation of Work, Family and Private Life.
The survey is defined as sample statistical research whose main objective is to provide detailed and specific information on the opportunities that employed people resident in the Basque Country have to make their professional lives compatible with their family and personal ones. 

The data for the survey is mainly collected by telephone and, to a lesser degree, online.
Given that the population under study is a sub-set of the population interviewed in the survey on the Population in Relation to Activity, we are working with a known sample in relation to certain variables such as sex, age, kinship, nationality, family size, number of under-age children, level of education, profession, branch of activity, professional status and so on.  The Non Response analysis therefore enables a more exhaustive approach than on other occasions. 
The sensitive lower response will therefore be able to be analysed in the population by age (depending on the age groups), family size (number of members of the family), number of under-age children, profession, etc,.., along with the possible bias implication in the estimate, provided that the non-respondents have specific characteristics directly related to the variables to be estimated that explain the variation in the response probabilities.
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
